The Chattanooga Housing Authority (CHA) is currently soliciting bids for contractor services for
the construction of the Fairmount Ave. Townhouses. Bids, in duplicate, will be received until
2:00 p.m., Wednesday, June 30", 2010, at the Development Department, Chattanooga Housing
Authority, 801 N Holtzclaw Avenue, Chattanooga, TN 37404, at which time and place all bids
will be publicly opened and read aloud. RFIs and other questions regarding the bid documents
will be answered until Friday, June 25", 2010. Any RFIs received after this date will be ignored.

A pre-bid meeting will be held at the above location on Monday, June 14™ 2010 at 10:00 a.m.
Attendance is strongly recommended and the LEED Rater for the project will be present.

Drawings, specifications, and bid documents will be available at 2:00 p.m. on Wednesday, June
2" 2010 at American Campbell Blueprints and Reprographics, 2502 East 12" Street,
Chattanooga Tennessee 37404. A non-refundable printing fee payable to American Campbell

documents. Contractor name and contact information (email address or fax number) will be
required. Addendum, RFI responses, and any other information regarding the bid documents
will be distributed to the registered list of bidders only.

A bid bond of 5% must accompany any bid greater than $100,000, either by cashier's check,
certified check, bank draft, U.S. government bonds at par value, bid bond secured by an
authorized Surety Company, or other guaranteed negotiable instrument acceptable to CHA, as a
guarantee that if the bid is accepted, a contract will be entered into within ten (10) days after
notice of award and approval by the CHA Board and HUD, as required.

Bids, in duplicate, must be submitted in a sealed envelope plainly marked "BID, CFRC#
TNO00400001209G ; CHA Solicitation# D-306-12; Fairmount Ave. Townhouses.” The following
information must also be present on the outside of the envelope: Bidder's name, state license
number and its expiration date; name of electrical, plumbing, heating, ventilation, and air
conditioning subcontractors and their respective state license numbers and expiration dates, and
the date and time of bid opening.

Each contractor submitting a proposal must hold a license to operate in the State of Tennessee.
All contractors and subcontractors must be licensed in accordance with TCA 8§62-6-119.

CONSTRUCTION TIME
The undersigned agrees as follows:

1. To complete the Work described in aforementioned "Contract Documents” within
18 (eighteen) months of receiving “Notice to Proceed”. “Notice to Proceed” is
expected to be delivered by August 15", 2010.

2. HUD requires that 60% of the contract amount be expended and invoiced to the
Chattanooga Housing Authority no later than September 1%, 2011 and that 100% of
the contract amount be expended and invoiced to the Chattanooga Housing Authority
no later than September 1%, 2012.

3. To complete all work described in the aforementioned “Contract Documents” in
accordance with the schedule attached by undersigned, per requirements found in
Specification Division 1 Sections “Summary” and *“Construction Progress
Documentation.”

4. Advances in delivery of “Notice to Proceed” shall advance construction
completion period and all other construction milestone dates an equal number of
days.

LIQUIDATED DAMAGES

The undersigned agrees to pay, as liquidated damages, the sum of Five Hundred and no/100
Dollars ($500.00) per day starting the day after the construction time mentioned above expires
(18 months after receiving “Notice to Proceed”).

BASIS OF CONTRACT AWARDS

CHA intends to award a stipulated sum contract for Bid entitled “Fairmount Ave. Townhouses”
to the most qualified and responsible bidder submitting the LOWEST AND BEST *“TOTAL
BASE BID” and most complying with these Public Bid Specifications, provided the Contractor’s
bid is reasonable and is in the best interest of CHA to accept it. CHA is only responsible for
awarding the work as identified.

BID BOND

For bids greater than $100,000, the bid bond or security attached (in the sum 5% of each bid) is
to become the property of the Owner in the event that the Contract and bond are not executed
within the time set forth, as liquidated damages for the delay and additional expense to the
Owner, who is entitled to the difference between the amount of this bid and the amount for
which a contract for the work is subsequently executed. The surety should be issued to the
Chattanooga Housing Authority.
